OK, so I’'m stubborn. You hadn’t noticed yet?
When | moved into the manse, | had planned to use my cell phone as my home phone, rather than adding
a third voicemail to be checked and an additional bill to be paid. With the office phone and my cell
phone, | figured | would be very reachable.
Wrong. Cell reception in the manse is very poor. So calls are often dropped without warning. It’s been
that way for 3 months now, and I’m wearing down — | will be looking for another solution. But here’s
what | suggest in the meantime:
Call my cell, 732-644-8631. | try to have it nearby 24/7, and | answer it whenever | can.
If I’m out and about, but not engaged in conversation, | will pick it up. No problem.
However, if I’m at home when | answer and then the line goes suddenly dead, please be assured, I did not

hang up on you! Verizon did, but I did not. Unless you’ve chosen to block your phone number, it will
appear on my phone, and I’ll call you back in a matter of minutes from the church phone.

During my posted office hours, | will be able to pick up the church phone immediately, so that’s another
option. You can always try that phone, because | try to have a wireless extension nearby when I’m at
home or in the office. But I’m not as slavish about that as | am the cell phone.

When I’'m away, as | am while writing this, I will always make arrangements for another minister to be
on call for real emergencies. The Deacon moderator (Candy Walling, 609-298-2581) and Saralee in the
church office (609-298-1243) will know how to reach that minister for you, and they will notify me of the
emergency. For routine hospital calls, Candy or SaralLee, or the Deacon-of-the-Month will be able to
arrange for a Deacon to visit, if requested.

The Buildings and Grounds Committee invites those who are able to consider
volunteering to mow the grounds at least one weekend this year!!!! If
everyone pitches in, then it makes it easier for all. Remember: two years ago '

we canceled our lawn mowing contract to reduce the church’s expenditures  § l,

and this is a way to help us keep the deficit down. Please help!!!

What’s involved? Mowing the grounds at the church (the south side yard and rear, but not the north
side yard as the neighbor will do that) as well as at the Julien House/Manse (yard by driveway, along
sidewalks on Farnsworth Avenue and Union Street, and the back yard).

Do | have to use my own lawn mower? No! The church has a lawn mower; gasoline and oil are
supplied.

May | use my own lawn mower? Of course. And if you have a large one, we can tell you how to get
it into the yard behind the manse!

How long does it take? When the grass is at a normal height, it takes less than one hour.

When would I need to do the mowing? We generally recommend over the weekend, but you may do
it on a Friday or a Monday if that suits your schedule better.

Will I definitely need to mow on the weekend(s) I sign up for? It really depends on how the grass
grows. During the summer of 2008, it was pretty dry and, even though we had volunteers lined up for
every weekend, many weeks required no mowing as the grass was not growing. During the summer of
2009, we created a schedule based on every two weekends, but it rained so much the grass grew a lot
more and we wound up having to schedule additional weekends. Bottom line: if the grass does not
need to be mowed on the weekend you signed up for, you obviously do not need to mow it!

How do I volunteer?
- Send an e-mail to Robert Joe Lee (robertjoelee@aol.com) indicating the weekend(s) for which you’d
like to volunteer; or

- Call him or leave a message on his voice mail with the same information (609-588-8779); or
- See him at church.

What happens if | volunteer? Robert Joe will create a schedule on a first-come, first-served basis. He

will confirm each volunteer’s schedule and will also send each volunteer a reminder during the week
preceding each volunteer’s weekend. That confirmation will include more detailed information about how

to access the lawn mower and related instructions.

Here’s another communications hint: On the church website, it reads, “Our congregation requests
prayers for members, friends, families and all God’s creation in several ways. On Sunday mornings we
share our Joys and Concerns, requesting prayers for that week. For urgent concerns we contact the deacon
on call or our pastor to ask our Prayer Chain for immediate, short term support. For ongoing concerns we
want the congregation to lift up until resolved, we ask our pastor or deacon on call to place the prayer re-
quest on the Long Term Prayer List, which appears in our monthly newsletter.”

There are more details on the website. Click on “News and Publications”, and scan down quite a way to
“Praying for Each Other.”

One additional thing needs to be clarified, however. Whenever you speak with me, or the Deacon-of-the-
Month, or a member of the Prayer Chain, please let us know if you want this request mentioned from the
pulpit on Sunday. If you don’t specify, we try to use our good judgment, but we’d rather be sure! We
don’t want to divulge names or information that you prefer to keep confidential.

So, keep praying for each other and for me, and I’ll do the same.
